Ubud Monkey Forest
The Ubud Monkey forest is a small nature reserve on 
the Southern outskirts of Ubud. Along with its lush 
surroundings and beautiful temple are hundreds of 
monkeys; Balinese macaques.

Goa Gajah / Elephant Cave
Dating  from the 11th century there, are conflicting 
opinions as to whether this cave was originally of 
Buddhist or Hindu heritage. Although not very large, 
it boasts some interesting carvings.

Tegalalang
Beautiful rice terraces are located in Tegalalang 
village, 20 minutes by car from Ubud town. After 
enjoying the amazing views of the rice padis, 
handicraft shopping is also possible in this village, 
well known for its skilled craftsmen.

Petulu Village's White Herons 
Egrets - locally known as Kokokan - are white birds 
with slightly longer features than other birds. One of 
the sites in Bali where you can see these birds flock is 
in Banjar Petulu.

There are a total of 30 shrines in Tirta Empul, the upkeep of which is the responsibility of 
the local people. Still to this day, the water source is believed to be the source of life and 
prosperity.
